Why is Muhammad’s face not shown?
	  From the 6th to 15th centuries, Mohammed's face was shown in many Islamic paintings. In the 16th century, painters started to use a flame or a veil to cover Mohammed’s face. This became a mainstream practice of Islamic art. 
  Muslims decide not to show Mohammed's face anymore because they are worried that if his face is painted, people may pay attention to the prophet rather than Allah. Moreover, Islam forbids idol worship. This can prevent Mohammed from becoming an object of idol worship.
	  Muslims rarely draw the image of the prophet Muhammad. Even if they do so, they would use a golden flame or a veil to cover Muhammad’s face.
  This is because Muslims stress that Allah is the one and only God. Muhammad’s face should not be shown in paintings to avoid idol worship. Moreover, Muslims believe that followers should pay attention to the good character of Muhammad, such as kindness, patience and bravery, rather than his appearance.

Mohammed died in AD 632. As he did not choose anyone to be the successor to Allah's prophet (later known as caliph), the succession dispute split Islam. Muslims who recognized Ali and his descendants were called 'Shia' (meaning 'followers'). Those Muslims who recognized all elected caliphs were known as 'Sunni' (meaning 'tradition'). 
In AD 656, a civil war even broke out among Muslims. In AD 680, Husayn, Ali's son, was defeated and killed. This incident formally marked the long-standing rivalries between Shia and Sunni.
	(b) Main sects 
(i) Emergence of Shia Islam and Sunni Islam 
Muhammad died in AD 632. He did not choose anyone to be the caliph (the successor to Allah's prophet). The Muslim community elected the first four caliphs by consensus later on. 
Some Muslims only recognized the fourth caliph Ali, who was Muhammad 's cousin and son-in law*. They did not recognize the first three caliphs. This eventually led to the emergence of Shia Islam and Sunni Islam. Muslims who only recognized Ali were called 'Shia' (meaning 'followers'). Those Muslims who recognized all elected caliphs were known as 'Sunni' (meaning 'tradition')

	* The first three caliphs were Abu Bakr (阿布‧巴克爾), ‘Umar (歐瑪爾), and ‘Uthmān (奧斯曼). Abu Bakr and ‘Umar were Muhammad’s father-in-law. ‘Uthmān was Muhammad’s son-in-law. All of them were long-term followers of Muhammad.

The Shia and the Sunni also had great differences over interpretation of religious doctrines. The Sunni stressed complete obedience to the Koran and the sayings of Mohammed. The Shia believed that imams could interpret and transmit the implicit messages from the Koran.
	(ii) Different views on interpreting religious doctrines
All Muslims agree that Islamic teachings originate from the Koran and the example set by Prophet Muhammad. However, Shia Muslims believe that the Imams (meaning leaders of the Muslim community), who are descended from Prophet Muhammad, and their subsequent disciples, are best qualified to interpret the Koran. Sunni Muslims believe that the responsibility for interpreting the Koran rests upon specially trained scholars.

	Chaotic Syria under Shia-Sunni conflicts
The long-lasting Shia-Sunni conflicts still exist today. They have even caused many military conflicts in West Asia. Syria is one of the examples. 
The Sunni, the majority of the population, were discontented with the Shia regime. In 2011, their anti-government protests provoked a civil war. Besides the neighbouring Islamic states, the United States and Russia also intervened in the war. Political instability gave rise to the terrorist group 'Islamic State', making the local situation more chaotic (see Topic 10).
	Islam in Hong Kong
Muslims has settled in Hong Kong since the 1840s. They were mostly from the British colonies in Asia, such as British India (present-day India and Pakistan) and British Malaya (including present-day Malaysia and Singapore). They mainly came to trade or work as policemen and soldiers in Hong Kong.
Stepping into the 2010s, there are around 300,000 Muslims in Hong Kong, accounting for 4% of the city’s population. Over 140,000 of them are Indonesians and mainly hired as domestic workers. Moreover, there are more than 30,000 Chinese Muslims. According to Muslim organizations, there are about 100-120 newly converted Muslims yearly, and around 10% of them are Chinese.
